The Peer Advisor Internship Program is designed to give returned study abroad participants professional development opportunities within the field of international education and beyond. Peer Advisors play an integral part in promoting study abroad among NCAT’s student population. 

INTERNSHIP DESCRIPTION
The primary function of a Peer Advisor is to present his/her study abroad experience to various student organizations, classroom presentations and at OIP events.  Peer Advisors will have their profiles featured on the OIP website so that others may contact them with questions about their specific program, country, region, or study abroad in general. Profile information will include a photo, first and last name, email address, major/minor information, program attended, and a short statement from the peer advisor. Peer Advisors will also serve as members of the International Education Week Planning Committee.

Responsibilities Include:
· Serve as a contact person for students interested in studying abroad 
· Develop a PowerPoint presentation on your study abroad experience
· Conduct General Information Sessions in the OIP office and on campus
· Present to classes, student organizations, and other groups on your study abroad experience
· Organize two outreach activities per semester in collaboration with the Office of International Programs
· Serve as a member of the International Education Week Planning Committee
· Serve as a panelist for Pre-Departure Orientation during the Fall (October) semester
· Participate in on-going trainings and committee meetings during each semester

TIME COMMITMENT
5 hours weekly (20 hours monthly) for one semester
Students must commit to participate in all trainings 

PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT 
Each Peer Advisor will have the opportunity to attend one of the following conferences/workshops during his/her year in the Office of International Programs. Examples of such activities include:

QUALIFICATIONS
· Study abroad experience
· Maintain a cumulative GPA of 2.75
· Able to commit for the semester/academic year 

TO APPLY:
Complete the application and submit a current resume and a work/class schedule to the Office of International Programs by August 1, 2010. 

Candidates will be interviewed between August 16 and 18th. Successful applicants will be notified by August 19th.  Successful applicants must participate in training on Saturday, August 21st (9:00am-5:00pm).
